…but those who hope in the LORD will renew their strength. They will soar on wings like eagles; they will 
run and not grow weary, they will walk and not be faint.   Isaiah 40:31  
 

This reading from Isa iah 40 is the last verse of the chapter intended to bring comfort to 
Israel, GodÕs people in affliction. In this past year, our world has seen incredible 
affli ction and destruction, including: the tsunami in Japan, suffering from two major 
wars, the growth of poverty in the world, and a persistent hopelessness that things will 
not get better anytime soon. Yet, God remains true to GodÕs promise, and GodÕs hope 
remains our hope. This report to the congregation begins and ends in hopeÑ GodÕs 
hope.   
 
God and GodÕs people doing ministry at Lutheran Church of Honolulu have trul y been 
at work this past year! The many activities and ministries of the congregation are well 
documented in the pages of this annual report and I hope you will take time to read 
through  these pages so that you might better know the breadth and depth of LCHÕs 
ministry. But ministry is not only defined by activities, but by people. Over the past 
twelve months, the ministries of the congregation have touched literally thousands of 
people.   
 
Each month, our  members help feed the hungry. At Angel Network, we help feed  over 
2,200 people each month. Jimmy Castro and his IHS crew feed over 300 folks a 
nutritious and delicious meal at  Institute for Human Services. Peggy Anderson and her 
troop of volunteers join other Hukilau congregations in bringing lunch once per month 
to about 400 of our islandÕs most disadvantage residents in Òthe bushÓ near WaiÔanae.   
 
Each month, our members reach out to those in need:  Our benevolent giving to the 
Synod, the ELCA, Heifer International, Aid to Japan, and World Hunger Appeal help 
strengthen the larger mission of the church to end poverty and suffering throughout the 
world. But you did more than send money. You wrote letters to congress through Bread 
for the World, walked to raise money and awareness for the Life FoundationÕs mission 
to provide assistance to those living with HIV/AIDS,  you supported more than a dozen 
wom en needing shelter at Fernhurst, and you cared deeply for those who Òdropped inÓ 
to our offi ces and worship seeking aid. 
 
Each month, our members gained compassion. Through classes taught by our Sunday 
school and adult classes, we learned about the horrors of slavery, the history of the 
Christian faith, spiritual and moral d evelopment, the stories of the Bible, and each 
othersÕ stories. Through our learning ministries we grew in our ability to be 
authentically and wonderfully human, and to see with eyes shaped by the gospel of 
Christ.  
 
Each month, we shared our gifts and passions. Through worship,  music, the arts, 
writing, dance, and food, we liv ed out our gifts of the Spirit.  Carl Crosier, Kathy Crosier, 
Miguel Felipe, Alan Bauchle, the choirs, Aloha Jam, Abendmusiken Concert Series, guest 
performances, and concerts by local music teachers expressed GodÕs love for beauty, and 
our calling as agents of GodÕs love time and time again.   
 
There is of course so much more, but in the end, we truly receive our strength and our 
passion from the Holy Spirit working through and in us  for mission. Through tha t Spirit 
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we have had the opportuni ty to grow and not grow faint! People like you Ñ called, 
nourished, and sentÑ are the core of everything that happens at LCH. Mahalo nui loa for 
your ministry!  
 
2011 was also a time of transitions.  In September, the congregation celebrated 38 years 
of wonderful musical min istry service by Carl Crosier. His incredible gifts of music and 
worship have deeply influenced  the life of the congregation. True to form, he reminded 
us on his last day that no ministry is don e alone, and thanked Kathy, Jerome, Alan, 
former pastors, the choir, and the community for the many ways they came together to 
make our worsh ip and music what it is today. Thank you Carl! Dr. Miguel Felipe joined 
the staff as Director of Music and Liturgy and has worked tirelessly to learn the ropes of 
liturgical life while jug gling a very busy UH schedule. We are blessed to have a person 
of such joy, competence, and enthusiasm join our ministry!  
 
The congregation also voted to undertake three major projects over a three-year period.  
The primary projects include : calling as associate pastor, paving the parking lot,  
covering the Hšrmann Courtyard , and initiating  a $250,000 Mission Campaign to fund 
them. The first phase of the parking lo t has been completed under the guidance of Jim 
Niermann and Jim Sullivan.  On December 23, the concrete installation was completed 
and we were able to park in a new lot for Christmas Eve. Jim Niermann even engraved a 
spot in the concrete with ÒCompleted Dec. 23, 2011Ó so that future generations could 
marvel at the folly of such a huge undertakin g during the Christmas season. Still to 
come are landscaping and final finish work. In addition, the Call Committee completed 
phase one of their work , and offered a candidate for the office of Associate Pastor to the 
congregational council. The candidate was approved at the January 2012 Council 
meeting and wil l meet the congregation Feb. 23Ñ 29. Over the next few weeks we will 
work on the courtyard cover and  will be  needing your input and ideas. But we can only 
move forward if the congregation responds generously to the M1ssion Campaign 
currently underway. You have been so incredibly generous in your giving on behalf  of 
the mission of God at LCH. THANK YOU!!!!!!! As we move into the next phase of our 
lives together, I pray we can grow our ministry so that even more peo ple can experience 
GodÕs love. Please be generous. 
 
As usual, I have run out of room. I end this report by saying mahalo to each of you for 
your ongoing prayers  and support. It is a privileg e to serve you as your Pastor. I also 
want to thank Sarah Roseberg for her fabulous work as Parish Coordinator. I simply 
donÕt know how I would get along without her. Thank you Kathy Crosier who is simply 
the best organist I have ever known and Miguel Felipe for his amazin g gifts as our 
Music Director. Thank you Carl and Alan for your selfless years of service. Mahalo 
Gaylen Afong, our custodian and jack -of-all-trades for your talents and  infectiously 
joyful attitude. Thank you  to our able congregational council members, officers, 
committee chairs, teachers, volunteers and contract staff for helping all of to be up to 
GodÕs work.

Dear LCH members and friends,  
 
I predict that when the book is written for the 150 th anniversary of the Lutheran Church 
of Honolulu, the year 2011 will be one highlighted as a turning point. Why? In the midst 
of economic insanity and predictions of the dem ise of organized religion, LCH ignored 
the din of the world around us and listened to that still small voice of God as we made 
decisions to reach out rather than turn inward.  
The special congregational meeting, held on May 21, 2011, is representative of LCHÕs 
willingness to live out our faith and try to understand what God is calling us to do. 
During that one meeting, we agreed to embark on the following journeys:   

-­‐ Resurface the parking lot  
-­‐ Cover the Hšrmann Courtyard  
-­‐ Call an associate pastor to focus on youth and outreach  

In retrospect, these were brave decisions, especially as we faced transitions with the 
retirement of Carl Crosier, our musical leader for 38 years. In typical LCH style, each 
decision was made after much study and research. As a long-time member of the 
congregation, it was wonderful to see the thought and prayer that went into each 
decision.  As this report goes to press, we see change around us stemming from that 
May meeting.  

-­‐ The Evangelism Committee created the M1ssion Campaign to look at how we 
would finance these dreams. Fred Benco and Josie Bidgood agreed to be co-
chairs. 

-­‐ The new parking lot was poured and striped over the holidays. The professional 
expertise of Jim Niermann and Jim Sullivan, and the persistence of Pastor Jeff 
made sure this was done correctly.  

-­‐ A call committee was formed and a name for the associate pastor position put 
before the Council on Jan. 18. The Call Committee, led by Robert Zimmer, did a 
great job of keeping the decision in front of us. Thanks to committee members 
Chuck Huxel, Carolyn Koehler, Crystal Landherr, Karyn Castro, and Peter 
Flachsbart. The Call Committee relied upon the excellent work done by the 
Staffing Task Force, Chuck Huxel, Mike Formby, Pamela Buckley, Casey Fegley, 
Peter Flachsbart, Angie Niermann, Karyn Castro, and Peter Lee. 

-­‐ We await the exciting plans for the covering of the H šrmann Courtyard.  
 

2011 also included some ÒfirstsÓ for the Church Council. To compensate for peopleÕs 
busy lifestyles, we opted to try out co-presidents this council term. I was proud to serve 
with Chris Bushman until he left the islands in August. The other officers for the year 
were Olivia Castor, vice-president; Teresa McCreary, secretary; Fred Benco, treasurer; 
and Anna Womack, assistant treasurer. Other members of the Council were Tricia 
Howe, April Smith, Karen Fay, Lori Nishimura, and Jim Niermann. Additions to the 
Council mid -year were Adam Landherr and Mike Formby, who did a tremendous job 
filling out the terms for Chris  Bushman and Tricia Howe.  
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One of the phrases the Council used all year was that we Òprayerfully considerÓ all the 
monumental decisions put before us. Having served on a variety of church councils and 
non-profit boards, I can say that this group had a special camaraderie that was critical to 
help us come to consensus. Opinions were diverse and respected. It was a wonderful 
day when I overheard Adam Landherr honestly say,  ÒCouncil is actually fun.Ó 
 
I thank each of the members of the congregation for providing input to me and the other 
Council members. A special note of thanks to Pastor Jeff who filled in the leadership 
gaps in wonderful ways.

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Music Department Report _______________________

A message from the retired Cantor: 
Since I concluded my ministry as Cantor at the end of August 2011, this report will only 
cover that part of the year. 
 
The 8:00 AM Ensemble continued to thrive unde r the expert leadership of John 
Alexander who concluded his tenure with us on August 28. We still have plenty of room 
in the choir stalls, so please donÕt hesitate to contact Miguel Felipe if you are interested 
in joinin g this ministry. We continue to enjoy the Alleluia Liturgy, which we 
commissioned in 2008, but are always looking for new liturgical materials to enhance the 
worship at this service. 
 
I am very proud of the F.R.O.G.S. Choir and Chamber Orchestra that has been growing 
and developing over the past several years. I am extremely grateful to Anna Womack 
and Teresa McCreary and many others from the Learning Ministry team for their 
wonderful leadership. The music making from these young people is absolutely 
extraordinary. Some of the highlights of our childrenÕs musical ministry are enumerated 
below. It is so wonderful to see our student musicians making such strides in their 
musical development and a particular joy to see the next generation coming up.  

 
The Compline Choir continues its special ministry under the able leadership of Keane 
Ishii. The continuing challenge for this group is to attract new choristers to replace those 
who are nearing retirement. I retired from it as a chorister in August 2011. The Compli ne 
Service is a special blessing to many who attend it regularly. I particularly appreciate the 
support of Bill Potter and Fritz Fritschel, who organize the pre -Compline discussions 
each week. 

 
Allen Bauchle, Kathy Crosier, Jerome Vasconcellos and Ian Capps continue working on 
the organization of the music library and archive that was installed in 2008. I am happy 
to report that now that I am retiring, the extensive musi c library is accessible by 
database! 

 
On January 2nd the LCH Choir celebrated the new year again with German Vespers 
which featured the Magnificat in C (with the added Christmas interpolations)   by Johann 
Kuhnau and BachÕs Cantata BWV 28 ÒGottlob! Nun geht das Jahr zu EndeÓ. Having 
already performed all of the cantatas by Bach written for New YearÕs Day, we used one 
actually written for December 30, 1725 (Sunday after Christmas), which highlighted new 
year themes. Pastor Fritz Fritschel delivered the homily in German and guest organists 
Jonathan Dimmock and George Emblom from the Bay area assisted with the service. On 
January 15 and 16 our third Abendmusiken Concert of the season presented Darel and 
Georgine Stark and the Bach Chamber Orchestra in a program entitled ÒThe Starks go 
BaroqueÓ. Both full houses gave standing ovations. The concert featured the ÒFour 
SeasonsÓ by Antonio Vivaldi (Darel Stark playing the solo part and conducting the 
orchestra without a score), HandelÕs newest discovered work Gloria, HWV deest and 
BachÕs brilliant Cantata BWV 51 ÒJauchzet Gott in allen LandenÓ (with Georgine Stark 
managing the vocal pyrotechnics brilliantly.) These were truly memorable concerts.  

 
Because the Season after Epiphany was so extended in the calendar in 2011, we 
presented a Bach Vesper Service on February 20, the Seventh Sunday after the Epiphany. 
The music included BuxtehudeÕs Magnificat and Bach Cantata “Was mein Gott will, das 
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g’scheh allzeit” BWV 111. For the service the LCH choir also learned the final motet from 
the Op. 18 collection by Peter Cornelius ÒThron der Liebe, Stern der GŸteÓ. That means 
the entire set of these quite challenging motets were sung at LCH during the 2011 
Epiphany Season.  

 
Lent did not begin until March 9.  Our Lenten worship services again included soup and 
salad suppers, Holden Evening Prayer and a book study on the Wednesdays. 

 
The highlight of the season was certainly the Ark VII Concert presented by the children 
and youth musicians of LCH on March 12. These concerts get better and better each 
year, and it is so gratifying to see great strides made by so many of our young 
performers.  

 
On April 3 the LCH Choir joined the St. AndrewÕs Cathedral Choir for a joint evensong 
on the Fourth Sunday of Lent.  The music included the Evening Canticles (St. Paul’s 
Service) by H erbert Howells, my setting of ÒThe QueenÕs PrayerÓ and the double choir 
motet ÒIch lasse dich nichtÓ BWV Anhang 159. 

 
The solemnities of Holy Week were observed and adorned with much beautiful music. I 
particularly want to thank the choristers for their de dication during Holy Week where 
we offer nine services, each with different music. Our music for Easter Day featured 
music for Percussion, Organ and Choir with the Offertory anthem being Exsultate Deo 
(based on Psalm 81) by Peter Hallock.  The instrumentation, which includes harp, celeste 
and vibes in addition to various percussion added a ÒshimmeringÓ joy to the Easter Day 
celebration. 

 
The final Abendmusiken Concert of the season and my final concert as Cantor presented 
two sold out performances of John Sebastian BachÕs final choral masterwork, Mass in B 
minor, BWV 232 compiled by the composer in the final year of his life. Having presented 
both Passions, all the motets, both Magnificats and 70 different cantatas, I could think of 
no more appropriate work to conclude my time at LCH than this truly great 
masterpiece.  Our local Georgine Stark (soprano 1) and Les Ceballos (tenor) were joined 
by Sarah Markovits (soprano 2 now living in Washington DC), Meg Bragle (alto living in 
New York City) and David Newman (bass now living on the East Coast.) I was 
extremely proud of the choir, as this is one of the most challenging works ever written 
from a vocal standpoint. I am also happy to report that because of the great generosity of 
many donors and organizations, there was a surplus of nearly $5,000. My thanks and 
congratulations to the many people who worked so hard to bring this to fruition, 
particularly the concert committee.  
 
The summer worship services used a variety of musical settings and formats. 

 
There were two final celebrations in August as I retired from Compline (August 14) and 
as Cantor (August 21). I could not have been more touched by these wonderful services 
in which all of the choirs participated as well as the Bach Chamber Orchestra. The music 
for th e ordinary that day was HaydnÕs intensely dramatic ÒMissa in AngustiisÓ The Lord 
Nelson Mass. The service opened with Reid WomackÕs exquisite reading of the ÒAriosoÓ 
from Bach Cantata BWV 156. During the communion the Compline Choir, Scott Janusch, 
oboe and the strings of the Bach Chamber Orchestra offered Peter HallockÕs sublime ÒTo 
the supreme BeingÓ on a text by Michaelangleo. The service and the reception following 
could just have not been more perfect. Everyone was asked to wear their blue t-shirts 
(designed by Georgine Stark and Kathy Crosier) which listed all of the major works I 
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had conducted over the past 38 years [it took front and back to list them.] I received so 
many personal notes of thanks and gifts. It was truly one of the happiest days of my  life!  

 
A sincere thank you from the cantor to all of the choristers and musicians who worked 
with me over these many years to give countless hours to beautify our worship through 
music.  My special gratitude goes to Katherine Crosier, Allen Bauchle, Keane Ishii, Anna 
Womack, Teresa McCreary and John Alexander, with whose invaluable support, 
diligence and hard work our programs have continued to thrive.  And a special thank 
you to the many individuals who continue to support our music ministry at LCH 
throug h their hours of volunteer activities and continued financial contributions. I want 
to make special mention of the support of Pastor Jeff Lilley. He continues to bring 
special care, insight and stability to our congregational worship life and a great deal of 
personal encouragement to me. His management of this major transition was especially 
appreciated by me. My thanks also to the Cantor Call Commit tee, headed by Randy 
Castello, who worked tirelessly in their effort to find Miguel Felipe to take over the 
position of Director of Music and Liturgy.  

 
And a final thank you to Dr. Miguel Felipe for agreeing to step into the leadership of this 
truly marvelous ministry. I know there will be many challenges and opportunities 
ahead, and I ask everyone to give him the same support and encouragement that you 
gave me over these many years.

The Ministry Continues… A message from the Director of Music & Liturgy: 
 
 
I began the position of director of music and liturgy on September 1, 2012, although IÕd 
already been meeting with Carl & Kathy Crosier, Jeff Lilley, and Allen Bauchle before 
the big day. IÕm indebted to the support of these individuals, and to many in the LCH 
community Ñ especially those in the choirsÑ for their help during my tran sition.  
 
During September, as I became personally acquainted with LCH liturgies and ways, we 
prepared a typical fare of choral selections as well as the first Abendmusiken program, 
A Mozart Konzert on October 1 Ð2, 2011. The programs featured Darel Stark as 
conductor and soloist in MozartÕs Violin Concerto in A Major, K. 219, Carl Crosier as 
soloist for the Piano Quartet in G Minor, K. 478, Georgine Stark in a spectacular 
rendition of the Exsultate jubilate, K. 165, and LCH choir was featured in the Venite, 
populi, K. 260. 
 
October was another busy month for the music program as we prepared a Reformation 
Vespers on October 30, 2011. The program featured SchŸtzÕs Latin Magnificat, SWV 468, 
and BachÕs Es ist das Heil uns kommen her, BWV 9. The Bach Chamber Orchestra 
accompanied and Allen Bauchle orchestrated hymns for the ensemble. The program was 
well attended and presented beautifully by the musicians.  
 
November was similar directed toward a major event: The 37 th Annual Advent 
Procession on Sunday, November 27, the first Sunday of Advent. The special service 
included numerous works performed by the choir including Kenneth LeightonÕs 
Magnificat from the Second Service, ScheidtÕs Duo seraphim clamabant, and the favorite,

RachmaninoffÕs Bogoroditse Devo. The Compline Choir joined the service when 
conductor Keane Ishii led the carol Cuncti simus. 8:00 Ensemble members also joined in 
ringing bells at various points in the service.  
 
The calendar year ended with a magnificent series of Christmas Eve and Christmas Day 
services. The 5:00pm Family Service included a range of music from the youth and 
families of LCH. Kudos to Teresa McCreary and Anna Womack for their FROGS 
leadership. At 10:30pm, the LCH Choir presented Music at Christmastide, a per-service 
performance of BachÕs Und ist ein Kind geboren, BWV 142, and Gloria in excelsis Deo, BWV 
191. The 11:00pm service featured MozartÕs Missa brevis in D minor, K. 65, and 
orchestrated hymns.  
 
During the fall, the Compline choir continued across the transition and was guided  by 
the leadership of Keane Ishii, conductor, and Allen Bauchle, cantor. IÕve learned much 
from the both as I absorb more and more of the rich Compline tradition.  
 
The F.R.O.G.S. program continues on in a healthy position and, in addition to music at 
the Christmas Eve services, presented a series of Jesse Tree services on the Sundays of 
Advent.  
 
The 8:00 OÕClock Ensemble has grown notably since September both through the 
welcoming of several new members as well as the return of several whoÕd been away. 
Sprits remain high and the leadership of John Alexander made the transition especially 
smooth. 
 
The LCH Choir continues on in an exceptionally strong fashion. There has been no 
attrition in the initial months of the transition and the members, like those in th e other 
choirs, are to be thanked for their dedication during the unavoidable hiccups as 
conductors shifted this fall.  
 
As I look on to 2012, I canÕt stress enough the degree to which IÕm grateful for the help of 
the musical and greater community at LCH. T hank you, especially, to Carl Crosier for 
building this spectacular program; to Kathy Crosier, Allen Bauchle, Keane Ishii, Anna 
Womack, and Teresa McCreary for helping to sustain it as I make my way; and to the 
singers in each of the three ensemble for sticking around and trusting me as I join this 
rich community.

Social Ministries committee spent the year continuing services to our community both near and 
far.   

• 12 monthly meals were prepared and served to an average of over 300 clients per meal 
at IHS.  

• 12 shipments of food were made to Angel Network in Hawaii Kai.  Over 2500 clients per 
month were served by this organization  

• Egg cartons and plastic shopping bags were provided to the Òfood basketÓ each week.  
The food basket provided  food and meals to those living with HIV/AIDS . 

 
In March, Kate Record came and spoke to LCH members about the services offered by IHS. The 
evening included a IHS meal cooked by LCHÕs cooking team.   
 
Also in March was the Heifer concert. For the sixth consecutive year, LCH made their goal of 
raising $5,000 for Heifer International. Our chi ldren, who provided another beautiful concert, 
raised the funds. 
 
In April, LCHÕs walking team raised over $2,000 for the Life FoundationÕs AIDs walk. This was 
a fantastic feat given that they walked on Palm Sunday. 
 
Over the summer, Operation Christmas Ch ild packages were collected to send to children of 
low in come families around the world.  Another collection was taken again in November.  
 
In November, 22 letters and over $600 was collected for Bread for the World to raise awareness 
about hunger across the nation. 
 
In addition to these ongoing ministries, LCH started  two new ministries this year. The first was 
providing  volunteers and food for the Wai Ôanae ministry of One Pot One Hope to feed the low 
income and homeless families in WaiÔanae along with other Hukilau churches on Oahu.  
 
The second ministry we started participation  in was the Wounded Warrio rs program on the 
Kaneohe Marine Corps base.

The LCH website has continued to grow and develop in the past year. This report begins with 
a list of the highlights. If you would like additional details, please check the ÒWhatÕs New?Ó 
page on the website, review in my monthly columns in The HeartBeat, or talk to me at church. I 
always like talking about the website!  

¥ The number of pages listed on our sitemap has grown from 801 on January 4, 2011, to 
928 on January 2, 2012. 

¥ In January, ÒAddThis Ó buttons were added to most pages to make it easy for visitors to 
share pages via email, Twitter, Facebook, etc. Unfortunately, these buttons are being 
used only a couple of times a month. 

¥ Also in January, the LCH Table Talk forums were d eleted since they were not being 
used. 

¥ In February, I began to post pictures of various church activities on the LCH Facebook 
page instead of creating slideshows. Publishing photos on Facebook opens these 
activities up to a wider audience. (The process is also simpler, saving me some work.) I 
have continued to do slideshows for Christmas, Easter, and the annual Heifer Concert. 

¥ In May, I made some modifications to the Worship page so that the photos of holy 
communion for both morning worship services wou ld change automatically to show 
vestments/paraments for the current liturgical season. In December, a similar change 
was made to the Home page so that the rotating photos at the top of the page and the 
slideshow linked to those photos would focus on the cu rrent liturgical season. (Before 
this change was made, I had to remember to change the photos/slideshow manually.)  

¥ In July, a new page was added for the Wounded Warriors program led by Pastor Steve 
Jensen and supported by LCH. The page includes buttons allowing non -members to 
contribute online via PayPal. Later, buttons were added in other sections to allow for 
online contributions and pledges. (These online buttons are intended for visitors rather 
than members because the fees associated with online donations are significantly higher 
than the Simply Giving program for EFT.)  

¥ In October, a Church Council page was added to the Congregational Life section. The 
page lists council members and has links to PDF versions of agendas, minutes, and 
reports (includi ng financial reports). The page also has links to the LCH and ELCA 
governing documents and LCH annual reports.  

¥ In December, the Congregational Life page featured many photos from the renovation of 
the parking lot. A set of pages with updates on the Missi on Campaign 
(pledges/contributions and progress on the three campaign projects) was added just 
after the new year. 

 
During all of 2011, Google Analytics recorded 23,404 visits and 15,583 unique visitors to the 
LCH website. This represents an average of about 1,299 unique visitors a month or 43 unique 
visitors a day. These figures indicate an increase of about 22% over last yearÕs levels. (Whenever 
you read about visits or unique visitors to a website, it really means different IP addresses or 
computers. If one person visits the website once from work and once from home, that counts as 
two visitors. If two different people use the same computer to visit our website, it counts as one 
visitor.)  
 
Over the last year, 5,029 (21.5%) of our visits were direct traffic. This represents people who 
directly typed in the address of a page or used a bookmark. In most cases, these were probably 
visits from our members and people who already know about LCH. The rest of the traffic on 
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our site is from visitors. The proportion  of visits from direct traffic has increased from 20.6% last 
year, probably indicating that the website is increasingly effective in reaching new visitors.  
 
Referrals from other websites accounted for 5,438 (23.2%) of the visits to our site. This 
represents people who followed a link from another website (but not a search engine). This is 
about the same percent as last year. Top sources with more than 100 referrals over the year were 
Google (probably Google images), Kathy CrosierÕs blog, the ELCA website, Facebook, Lutheran 
Confessions (a blog which links to the LCH Daily Prayers on each page), Joy of Christ, and the 
Association of Lutheran Church Musicians.  
 
The great bulk of our visits Ñ 12,937 (55.3%)Ñ came via search engines. This is a slightly smaller 
percentage that last year. The most common search terms (about 15% of all traffic from search 
engines) was some version of Òlutheran church honolulu,Ó which indicate the visitor already 
knew something about us or was already looking for a Lutheran church. Howe ver, the vast 
majority of terms suggest that people stumbled on our site while searching for information 
about something else, such as a composer, Beckerath organs, honu pictures, parament ideas, or 
TaizŽ crosses. 
 
I continue to believe that we can make our website an even better tool for outreach by adding 
additional content (especially video content) and integrating more closely with social media 
sites like Facebook. I hope we will be able to add videos of our musical groups and other 
activities to the website. And I welcome suggestions for new content related to chur activities as 
well one or more volunteers from the congregational with expertise in either video or social 
media to help with specific projects. In addition, if you would like to get involv ed with hands -
on work with the site, I will gladly provide training and welcome you to the LCH website team.  
 
Again this year, I want to recognize Kathy Crosier and Linda Miller for their fascinating blogs. I 
encourage everyone to subscribe to these blogs so you donÕt miss any of their informative, 
entertaining, and inspiring content. If you would like to blog on an LCH -related topic, just talk 
with me about what it involved. ItÕs not difficult if you have something you want to say, and I 
provide free tech support.  
 
Again this year, I want to thank Pastor Jeff for his encouragement and advice over the year; Bill 
Fay who faithfully provides the audio files of the sermon and childrenÕs conversation each 
Sunday afternoon; Jean-Paul Klingebiel, Jean Lilley, Edward Ichikawa, Steve Miller, and others 
who have shared pictures; and members of the congregation who have helped out by 
identifying typos or other problems to be corrected. I welcome all your comments and 
suggestions. 
 
Most importantly, I want to thank ever yone in the LCH ‘ohana for the support you give to our 
ministry here so that I have so much to work with on the LCH website.

The Worship and Music committee coordinates those groups whose work is necessary for the 
smooth running of weekly servic es and special worship events. These groups include the 
acolytes, altar guild, lectors, communion assistants, liturgical arts subcommittee, In Stitches, 
music program, and ushers. We meet monthly to review what the various groups are doing and 
to plan future events.  
 
2011 was a year of massive transition in our music ministry as our long time Cantor, Carl 
Crosier, retired in August. We also said goodbye to our assistant choir director, Allen Bauchle, 
and John Alexander, our leader for the 8:00 ensemble. The transition was accomplished with 
very little disruption to the church due to the excellent coordination between Carl and Miguel 
Felipe, our new Director of Music and Liturgy. We have been blessed by the presence of Carl in 
our community and look forward to a long and fruitful relationship with Miguel.  
 
We started 2011 with a New YearÕs Vespers. During the year we had several unique services 
highlighting important a spects of our church identity. These services were each a particular 
Sunday focusing on our Reconciling in Christ commitment on January 30, Faith and Arts 
Sunday on February 13, an Earth Day celebration on May 1, and a ChildrenÕs Sabbath on 
October 16. The Blessing of the Animals will take place on May 20 due to schedule conflicts in 
October. 
 
The liturgical arts subcommittee is continuing to work on a renovation of the altar space. Strips 
of fabric woven by members of the congregation were finished and hung in the niche by the 
altar as part of the grapes and wheat paraments.  Thanks you to Juditha Murashige for 
masterminding this project.  
 
In Stitches continues to make ribbon lei to give visitors to LCH.  These lei are an ongoing project 
and are often in proper liturgical colors for the season. 
 
Our committee continues to have a devotions/study at the beginning of our meetings. We meet 
the second Monday of each month and you are invited to join us!
